COMPUTER SOFTWARE USE AGREEMENT

Recipient shall be relieved of any obligation created by item 1 above in the following events: (a) after the Software is published or becomes generally available through no act or failure to act on the part of the Recipient or those under its control or direction, or (b) after the Software is received by Recipient from a third party having no obligation to NASA with respect thereto.  





3. This Software is provided “as is” without any warranty of any kind, either express, implied or statutory, including, but not limited to, any warranty that the software will conform to specifications, any implied warranties of merchantability, fitness for a particular use, and freedom from infringement, and any warranty that the documentation will conform to the program, or any warranty that the Software will be error free.





4. In no event shall NASA be liable for any damages, including but not limited to direct, indirect, special or consequential damages, arising out of, resulting from, or in any way connected with the performance or breach of this license.  Whether or not based upon warranty, contract, tort or otherwise, and whether or not loss was sustained from, or arose out of the results of, or use of, the Software or services provided hereunder.
