This workshop, presented by an Aerospace Education Specialist, is a NASA 

sponsored service provided at no charge to your school or district.  The workshop enables

teachers to gain a perspective of Aerospace and become aware of how it incorporates 

science, mathematics, and technology.  During the course of the workshop 

teachers will receive many NASA educational publications and brochures.

A professional development teacher workshop should consist of:


. a minimum of four hours and;


. at least 15 but not more than 30 teachers.

A written request on school letterhead is required specifying purpose, objectives and 

four choice dates for a teacher workshop.  Since our staff is limited in size, 

and Glenn Research Center is responsible for a six-state area, we have to be very judicious in our commitments.

Following a professional development workshop a student assembly program or classroom visit may be arranged at the host school building.
