INTERLINK AT STARTING POINT PROGRAM

LLF was recently contacted by Starting Point to
participate in a free program that they provide to
childcare centers. Starting Point is a childcare
resource and referral agency. The Interlink
program helps to identify children who may need
extra help in their developmental progress and it
links children and their families to Early
Intervention and Early Start services.

A Child Find Specialist is willing to come to LLF
to provide individual developmental screenings to
our children, primarily to children under 3 years
old.
