We have a lot to look forward to in 2007 at LLF.

LLF will be holding Kindergarten registration for the 2007/08 school year in March.
Parents of Kindergarten eligible children will be notified of the registration process and a
Kindergarten Open House will be held to answer any questions prior to registration.

As usual, we will plan a fun,
exciting, and very active summer. Camp is offered to our Tigers, Kindergartners, and
older siblings.

The children will be going outside on days that the temperature is 32 degrees and over.
Please make sure your child is prepared. You can bring boots and snow pants to keep at
school or bring them each day. Outdoor play is very important for gross motor
development of the children. Fresh air is equally important.

On behalf of the entire LLF staff, I would like to thank the Board of Directors for issuing
bonuses to each staff member at Christmas time. The thoughtfulness means a lot to us. |
would also like to thank the Staff Appreciation Committee for the Target gift cards they
gave to each staff member along with luncheons and breakfast for the staff. We
appreciate all they have done and the parents who donated money and time to this
committee. The staff at LLF is very lucky to have parents show their appreciation for us.
It means more than you know.

Prevention of Ilinesses/Medication for Children:

I am urging all parents to review the LLF Communicable Disease Policy, which is in
section 4.6 of the Parents Policies and Procedures Handbook. Although we understand
that it is often inconvenient for families to keep a sick child home, we must follow this
policy for all children enrolled. This policy, along with thorough hand washing and
cleaning, is our only defense against the spread of germs among the children and staff.
This policy is also a state licensing requirement. We cannot provide sick child care.
Also, I would like to remind all of you about administration of medication at LLF.
Tylenol and Motrin are fever reducers. LLF cannot administer over the counter
medications without a doctor’s note. If you are administrating these types of medication
to your child to reduce a fever, they should not be in attendance at LLF. Reducing a
fever does not mean that the child is no longer contagious. A child can return to LLF
after they are fever/symptom free for at least 24 hours. The only exception to this rule is
if we have a signed doctor’s note specifically stating that a child is not contagious.

The child also must be well enough to be able to participate with the classroom activities.
Thank you all in advance for understanding this policy to keep all of our children healthy
and safe.



Curriculum:

Music classes resumed this month for all classes. Ms. Lauren from the Music Therapy
Enrichment Center comes to LLF each Tuesday to provide hands-on music class for all
children. Please check with your child’s teacher for their time slot. Parents are welcome
to stop by during music class to participate. The children (even the babies) really get into
it!

We are looking into starting another session of Spanish for all Tigers and Kindergartners.
More information will be sent to parents in the coming weeks.

The Kindergartners have started physical education classes each Wednesday in the gym.
The teachers from all other classes will be conducting their own “gym class” as part of
their curriculum so that all children will work on gross motor skills throughout the winter.

Reminders:

LLF has monthly fire drills. These are conducted with the NASA First Responders.
These drills enable us to test our alarm and to get the children used to exiting the building
quickly if it’s ever needed. Please be aware that if you are picking up or dropping off
your child when this alarm comes on, you are required to exit the building immediately
with the rest of us. The staff is not ever aware if the alarm is real or just a drill, so
leaving the building is a requirement. We also do not want to confuse the children by
letting them stay inside the building with parents when they have been constantly
reinforced to leave each time we have a drill. Each room in the building has a posted
sign indicating the exit route that is to be taken.

Also, we have a special request to parents when picking up your children each evening.
Please reinforce our rules about staying with an adult (parent or teacher) when leaving to
prevent any accidents or problems. Please do not let children run away from you down
hallways, into other classrooms, or out the front door. With your help, we can reinforce
the rules that the children experience daily while in our care.

I would first like to wish the entire Lewis Little Folks family happiness and good health
in the New Year. | feel truly honored to work with and share the joy of the holiday
season with the Board members, Staff, parents, and children of LLF.

As | mentioned in the fall newsletter, we began this fiscal year by identifying a few
guiding principles that we continue to use as our roadmap toward continuous
improvement. Our three points of focus are: Continuing the High Quality of Care,
Meeting the needs of GRC Employees, and Increasing Communications. 1’m excited
to report that with the help of our Director and Assistant Director, we have been making
strides in all three areas.



Continuing the High Quality of Care

Our Accreditation Committee lead by Concha Reid and Judy VanZante has worked very
hard over the last 18 months to research the available options that LLF has regarding
Early Childhood Education accreditation agencies. A recommendation has been made
and was approved by the Board. As of December, LLF began the first steps in achieving
National Early Childhood Program Accreditation (NECPA). While the level of care
provided at LLF continues to far exceed the State of Ohio Licensing requirements, this
type of independent accreditation will allow us continued success in the care and
education of the children of LLF. | would like to thank Concha Reid, Judy VanZante,
Gwendolyn Flowers, Christine Greenwalt, and Maureen Sartain for their work on this
important project. The process for accreditation will take hard work by many people. If
you have an interest in learning about or assisting in this process please speak with
Maureen or Carm. 1I’m sure that they could use the assistance in compiling the necessary
documentation.

I am also very happy to report that our fall restructuring of some of the classrooms has
helped us to increase enrollment above the budget projections from last year. More
importantly, this restructuring has given LLF the financial flexibility to maintain the
excellent child to teacher ratios that are so critical to high quality care. Maureen,
Carmella, and the Board members will be looking at the summer and the next fall
projected rosters to be sure that we are as close to full enrollment as possible next fall.
Our waiting list for young children is being built up again and we’re hopeful that future
enrollment will continue to be strong.

Meeting the needs of GRC Employees

In the fall newsletter, I mentioned that we were working on a plan to expand the summer
camp program to allow for older children to participate. We are still working with GRC
to coordinate the installation of a temporary classroom trailer for use in this new
program. Once the temporary installation of the trailer is approved, the committee will
work toward developing the age appropriate curriculum for the older children. A notice
regarding this older children summer camp will be sent out as soon as final arrangements
are made. Our goal is to have the facility arrangements made in the next 30 days.

Increasing Communications

The Board has been working very hard to get Board Meeting Minutes approved and
distributed in a timely fashion. Board Secretary, Concha Reid, is working with our web
curator to get faster updates to the LLF website. She is also working with our web
curator on a redesign of the site to make it a bit more user-friendly. The process of
changing and updating the website is slow to develop as we are working with someone
outside of the LLF to update and redesign the website.

Lastly, I would like to personally thank those of you who have volunteered your time as
committee members or with special activities in 2006. LLF benefits greatly from your
efforts and these activities go a long way into creating the family atmosphere that we all
enjoy.

Out of this World Kid's Corner Activity
Lava Lamp
Here is a simple recipe for a “lava lamp" that is kid-friendly. You will need:

o A small container with a lid. This works best with a tall, narrow
container, such as a leftover spice jar or a candy sprinkles jar. A baby
food jar can also be used.

0 Mineral oil

o Food coloring

o Water

Fill the container about # full with oil. Add some food coloring to some water
so that it is the desired color. The water will be the “lava”. Top of f the
container with the colored water, leaving just a little space in the top for an
air pocket. Put on lid and close tightly. Flip container back and forth to see
the lava flow.

Different effects can be achieved by adding things to the container, such as
salt, glitter, beads, or other sparkly things. This project can teach older
kids about density and viscosity of liquids, or it can just be used for fun with
younger kids.
