To be eligible for award, offerors must propose products and/or services that meet the accessibility standards identified in 36 CFR Part 1194 for the particular type of product or service.  Alternatively, offerors may propose products or services that provide equivalent facilitation.  Such offers will be considered to have met the standards for the feature or component providing equivalent facilitation. As part of its offer, each offeror must:

1. Identify any proposed product or service that does not comply with all accessibility standards or provide equivalent facilitation.  Include a list of the specific standards that are not met. 

2. For any proposed product or service that provides equivalent facilitation, describe how the product or service allows for substantially equal (or greater) access to and use by people with disabilities.

If none of the offers that meet all applicable standards could be accepted without imposing an undue burden upon the agency, or if none of the offerors propose products and/or services that fully meet all of the standards, those offerors whose products and/or services meet some of the applicable standards will be considered eligible for award.  Award will not be made to an offeror meeting all or some of the applicable standards if award would impose and undue burden upon the agency.
