ACTION:
On the Playing Field  -  During each 2-minute, 15-second-long match of the game “Triple Play,” two alliances—one “red” and one “blue”—composed of three teams on each, will maneuver their remote-controlled robots around the playing field attempting to attain a higher score that the other by placing three-dimensional triangular forms—called Tetras—on or into triangular-shaped goals.  Alliances get points for getting three goals in a row capped with Tetras of their color and/or having all three teams’ robots in the alliance in their end zone at the end of the match.
