Espionage:
The act or practice of spying. The use of spies by a government to 
discover the military and political secrets of other nations.  The use 
of spies by a corporation or the like to acquire the plans, technical 
knowledge, etc., of a competitor.

FBI:
(1) Economic Espionage Act (EEA), Title 18 U.S.C., Section 1831, 

economic espionage is whoever knowingly performs targeting or 
acquisition of trade secrets to knowingly benefit any foreign 
government, foreign instrumentality, or foreign agent.

(2) Theft of Trade Secrets, Title 18 U.S.C., Section 1832, is (1) 
whoever knowingly misappropriates trade secrets to (2) benefit 
anyone other than the owner.
